TESTING SMARTER BALANCED TEST TAKING TIPS

Tip #1: Make attendance a priority, especially on days that
you know standardized testing  will be administered or there is a test in the
classroom. Though it ' s important for your child to be in school as many days
as possible, making sure he 's there when the test is taken helps to ensure
he won ' t lose more learning time because he has to make up a test during
school.

Tip #2: Make a note of test days on the calendar. That way,
both you and your child know what s coming and will be pre-
pared.

Tip
#6: Provide a high -protein, healthy, low -sugary breakfast and lunch for your
child. Kids learn better on full stomachs, but if their stomachs are full of sug-
ary, heavy foods that will make them sleepy or slightly queasy, it s not much
better than an empty stomach (eggs cheese, nuts, whole grains, berries,
protein).

Tip #7: Talk to your child about how the test went, what he or she did best,
and what he or she might have done differently. Think of it as a mini -
debriefing or brainstorming session to prepare for the next day. You can talk
about test -taking strategies  before, during, and after the testing weeks.
