Hi families!

Now is a great time to review vaccine records and make sure your student’s vaccines are up to
date. You may receive a notice from the school if our records indicate missing vaccinations.

The state of Oregon does allow medical and non-medical exemptions with the correct forms and
educational viewings. Visit Oregon Immunizations for more information.

With the rise of communicable diseases such as whooping cough and measles, it is important to
note that if your child is exempt from vaccines (unvaccinated) and active cases of communicable
diseases occur in school, local public health authorities may temporarily exclude exposed
unvaccinated students from school during active outbreaks. Keeping students in school is a i
priority for all of us. Speak to your healthcare provider about the best options for your student
regarding vaccinations.
